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a) Following Jesus' amazing example of servanthood demonstrated by washing
the feet of His disciples (John 13:1-17), things quickly take a dark turn. While
talking around the table with His disciples, Jesus quotes a verse (Psalm 41:9,
see ahove) indicating a betrayal which would be a fulfillment of the Scriptures
(John 13:18-20). Everything is going according to God's plan (Genesis 3:15)!

However, hecause Jesus seems to move hack and forth hetween those who
helieve and those who do not believe (something he did often when He spoke
with His disciples), the significance of Jesus' statement is lost upon them.

2) The Devil Consumes The Hearts 0f Faithless Peopl:%

a) The time had finally come for Jesus to speak in the clearest of terms, and to
cease using parahles or illustrations to make His points. Here Jesus speaks with
»~. complete clarity, inserting into the talk around the table the deeply troubling
. truth that one of His own 12 disciples would soon betray Him (John 13:21). —
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The disciples were confused, and tried to find out who it was Jesus was 4
speaking about, even amusingly getting John to ask Jesus hecause he could
hear Jesus hetter and might get more accurate information (John 13:22-25).

¢) Jesus makes it plain He was speaking about (and to) Judas Iscariot. He even
confronts Judas in a painfully intense moment (John 13:26-27), but because of
~\ the noise and the general obscurity of Jesus' statements, the confused disciples
f , question even their own motives (Luke 22:23; John 13:28-29).

d) Into the confusion comes Satan, filling Judas' heart with an evil plan of
betrayal, and Satan leads Judas out into the dark of the night (John 13:30).
